HOW DO I GET A SUITABLE INSTRUMENT?
Thirty years of experience have proven the plans listed below to be the easiest, most convenient, and most economical ways to obtain an instrument that will insure the success of your child. 

Plan A

Rent an instrument from a local Music Merchant – Recommended Plan for Beginners

Most students participate in the economical rent-to-own plan provided by local music merchants. There will be an “Open House/Instrument Display” held from 4:30 - 6:30pm at the Eustis Middle School Band Room, on August 26th. For your convenience, representatives from area music merchants will be available to discuss rental programs, and provide an instrument for that night, if you wish. Each store has an inexpensive introductory rental program for flutes, oboes, clarinets, trumpets, and trombones.  (Saxophones and percussion are selected from existing members at the end of the trial period)
        Advantages to renting are:

♪Students receive a quality instrument with an economical rental plan.

♫ Instruments are covered by insurance if lost or stolen or need repairs.

♪ Students can change to another instrument without cost if they are having difficulties.
♫ Parents have not spent a large sum of money should the student not be successful at band.

Payments can be made by cash, check, money order, or credit card. No matter the payment, most contracts require a credit card for a credit check. Please come prepared with that information. 

Plan B

Rent a School Instrument – Limited to school instruments

Tubas, Baritones, and French Horns are owned by the school and available for student use.  For an annual $50 maintenance fee and completion of the appropriate paperwork, students may check out school instruments to learn and play. These instruments are the financial responsibility of the student and parents should they be lost or stolen or need repair other than normal depreciation. 
Plan C

Band/Instrument Sponsorship Program
All students are welcome and encouraged to include music in their lives. This is a program, based on need, for those who desire a music education for their child but cannot meet the financial obligations. If this is the case please contact the director in writing for an application and forms. Once the application and forms have been completed and returned a sponsorship will be sought on your behalf. All information will be kept strictly confidential. 
Please DO NOT purchase an unapproved instrument from an unapproved dealer!

What may seem like a bargain today may cost hundreds of $$$ in repairs tomorrow. Please consult with Mr. Ricke before making ANY instrument purchase.
